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General setup of housing policy

e Unique national styles of housing policy organization

e Vertical distribution of responsibility between levels of government

e Horizontal distribution of responsibility at the national level

e Overlapping responsibilities can be identified in both respects

e Responsible bodies with varying names (not “housing”)

e Strong overlaps with adjacent policy areas Responsibilities

National authority:

e Subsidies for owners, buyers, and housing construction
e Taxation, tenancy law and rent regulation
